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Julia Laura Rischbieter is professor of economic history at the University of Konstanz. She teaches and
writes about modern economic history in a global context. Her research areas include the history of
capitalism, history of financial crisis since 1945, and the history of global markets.

She earned her M.A. in 2004 at the Free University (FU) and Humboldt University Berlin and her Ph.D.
(Modern History) in 2009 at the Viadrina (Frankfurt/Oder). Taking the example of coffee, one of the
most important international traded commodities of the 19th and 20th centuries, her Phd thesis
addressed the questions of how globalization processes work and how individuals can influence global
economic processes. In 2022, she completed her 'second book' entitled 'The Janus head of capitalism.
Sovereign debt as a norm and point of crisis after 1945'. The book focuses on economic crises triggered
by illiquidity of states. However, the objects of inquiry are first the expectations and concepts, on which
the contemporaries tried to reorganize the global economy, secondly the conflicts around their
normative and power-political arrangement and thirdly the attempts of the international financial
players to handle the economic consequences.

Laura Rischbieter taught Modern History at the University of Cologne, the University of Gottingen, and
the Humboldt University of Berlin. She was Programme Coordinator (Sprecherin) of the DFG-Network
'Doing debt. Praxeology of sovereign debt in the long twentieth century’, Principal Investigator at the
BMBF Program 'Forschungsinstitut Gesellschaftlicher Zusammenhalt', Konstanz, and Principal
Investigator of the DFG-Priority Programme 'Experience and Expectation. Historical Foundations of
Economic Behaviour'. Laura Rischbieter held fellowships at the University of California Berkeley and
Irvine (founded by Fulbright Commission), the Birkbeck College of London (founded by the Volkswagen
Stiftung), the Boston University, and the GHI in Washington DC.
